Subcontract Document Clauses 

Insurance Requirements Clause

The subcontractor shall furnish the contractor with Certificates of Insurance evidencing that such insurance is provided and is in full force and effective before starting work and at any other time requested by the contractor.  All of said certificates shall set forth on the face there of contractual coverage as required herein.  No amendment or cancellation of any of said policy shall be effective until after 30 days notice, in writing, to the contractor.  The failure of the subcontractor to supply certificates evidencing full compliance with the requirements of this provision shall not abrogate its duty to provide and maintain the required insurance, including the naming of the contractor as an additional insured.  

The subcontractor shall name INSERT COMPANY NAME as an additional insured on all of it’s liability policies.  The subcontractor shall provide and maintain workers compensation insurance for the protection of his employees, as required by law; and the subcontractor shall maintain and provide public liability and property damage insurance, in companies acceptable to the contractor, in the amounts required by the contract documents but in no case less than the following amounts:

· Public liability (including completed operations coverage) bodily injury/property damage $500,000/$500,000/$500,000.

· Workers Compensation - mandatory to carry statutory limits, but in no case less than 100,000/500,000/100,000

· Automotive public liability/property damage $500,000/$500,000

· INSERT COMPANY NAME must be listed as an additional insured on all Commercial General Liability (CGL) policies.

· Any and all policies issued shall respond as primary coverage.

· A Waiver of Subrogation Clause shall be added to all insurance policies worded in favor of INSERT COMPANY NAME
· No amendment, cancellation or non-renewal of any of said policy shall be effective until after 30 days notice, in writing, to the contractor.

· The failure of the subcontractor to supply certificates evidencing full compliance with the requirements of this provision shall not abrogate its duty to provide and maintain the required insurance, including the naming of the contractor as an additional insured.

CERTIFICATES OF INSURANCE MUST BE ON FILE IN OUR OFFICE PRIOR TO ANY WORK STARTING FOR INSERT COMPANY NAME.

Risk Transfer 

The subcontractor specifically obligates itself to indemnify and protect the contractor and save it harmless, to the fullest extent permitted by law, from any and all claims, suits or liabilities for injuries to properties, injuries to persons, including death, and from any other claims, suits or liabilities arising out of the performance of the work or in any way occasioned by an act of commission or omission of the subcontractor or any of its officers, agents, employees, or servants or any other subcontractor or other person directly or indirectly engaged by it even if the contractor is alleged to have been negligent in whole or in part.  

Any and all policies issued to the subcontractor and provided to the contractor as part of this contract/purchase order shall respond as primary coverage.

Severability and Waiver Clause

The partial or complete invalidity of any one or more provisions of this agreement shall not affect the validity or continuing force or effect of any other provision.  The failure of the contractor to insist, in any one or more instances, upon the performance of any provision of this agreement, or to exercise any right herein, shall not be construed as a waiver or relinquishment by contractor of such provision or right in any other incidents.  

Safety Clause

Subcontractor agrees that the prevention of accidents/injuries to their employees is solely the subcontractor’s responsibility.  The subcontractor agrees to comply with all of the requirements of the Williams-Steiger Occupational Safety & Health of 1970 and all revisions and amendments thereto, or State OSHA Act as they may apply.  The review of any safety plan by the contractor shall not be deemed to release the subcontractor or in any way diminish its liability, by way of indemnity or otherwise, as assumed by it under this subcontract.  The subcontractor further agrees to reimburse the contractor for any and all sums which may be levied against the contractor by the Occupational Safety & Health Agency for violation under the act by the subcontractor or his personnel.
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
